AWARD is based on:

1. Completed application.

2. Three (3) letters of recommendation, with no more than two from school
personnel. Recommendations can come from teachers, coaches, employers,
clergy or church personnel, and others (excluding family members).

3. An official 4 year high school transcript.

Expected scholarship
amount this year will be $1000 with no more than two awarded.
